Study: John 2:13-25 Read Kostenberger, Encountering John, Ch 5, pp.60-65.

Observation: What do the Scripture passages say? 
(1) Where was Jesus at the beginning of this Scripture passage? (see John 2:12)  [MAP]
(2) Who was with Him?  
(3) Where did they go next?  Why? (see Deuteronomy 16:16) 

(4) Where is this in relationship to where they were?  [MAP]
(5) Why were there money changers and merchants there? 
(6) Where were the money changers and merchants probably conducting their business? 
(7) What would have been the likely impact on people in the temple at this location? 
(8) What does Jesus do? 
(9) Why does Jesus do this? 
(10) Who are “the Jews”? 

(11) How do they respond to Jesus’ actions? 
(12) Why do they respond to Jesus’ actions this way?

b. 
Interpretation: What does the Scripture passage mean?  
(1) What do Jesus’ actions and words in this situation tell us about who He is? 
(2) What do Jesus’ actions and words in this situation tell us about what He came to do? 

(3) What do Jesus’ actions and words in this situation tell us about His attitude toward worship? 
(4) What did Jesus mean by His response to the Jews’ request? (see Acts 10:34-43) 
(5) Is your body a temple? (see 1 Corinthians 3:16-17 and 1 Corinthians 6:12-20)
(6) The Jews asked for a sign. Did Jesus give them a sign (at that time)? 
(7) Did Jesus perform any other miracles (signs) while He was in Jerusalem? 

(8) How did the people respond? 
(9) Did Jesus welcome these people as followers or seek their allegiance? Why or why not? 


c.
Application: How will you apply this Scripture passage in your life? 

(1) Have you ever observed the kind of abuse Jesus observed? Explain? 
(2) What is your usual attitude when attending worship services? Focused or distracted? Explain. 
(3) What can you do to help yourself, your family, your friends and others worship better?
